Better Basics’ Volunteer Programs 

Reading Mentors: Reading Mentors read with an elementary-school age child once a week during the school day, providing valuable individual practice for the child and an incredible opportunity to build a lasting relationship! The extra practice and individual attention often provide the extra boost to help the child improve skills and confidence! The program requires an approximately one-hour, once-a-week commitment during the school year, October-April. Materials and training are provided!

Ready 2 Read: Ready 2 Read targets second-graders in an effort to encourage children to fall in love with reading. Better Basics places a library of books in each classroom as well as a volunteer who visits the children twice a month. During visits, volunteers read to the children, engage them in conversations about the book, and encourage them to both read independently and write about the books they read. Plan to visit the class for approximately 30 minutes every other week from September-March. Training, books, and materials are provided!

Birmingham Reads:  Birmingham Reads is the largest literacy event in our community. Volunteers are placed in every Pre-K through fifth grade class in all Birmingham City Elementary Schools.  The volunteer will read a pre-selected book to a class and then give each student a book to take home to add to their home library. This year Birmingham Reads will take place October 18 at 1:00.  This is a great opportunity for our community to connect with the students of Birmingham City Schools.

HOPE Afterschool:  This Program is offered at all Fairfield City Elementary Schools.  Children enrolled in the program receive a healthy snack, homework assistance, and participate in a variety of enrichment activities. HOPE Afterschool volunteers provide homework help as well as assist staff with various group activities. A one day per week commitment is preferred. Onsite training is provided.

Summer Learning: Better Basics partners with local summer camps to offer fun and exciting reading and math programming for rising third, fourth, fifth, and sixth-grade students. Summer Learning Program volunteers work alongside certified teachers, providing assistance with individual and group activities. Training is provided. 
Office Volunteers:  Assist with tasks that support Better Basics’ programs. Tasks include, but are not limited to, book cleaning, preparation of classroom materials, inventory, stuffing envelopes, and data entry.
